The highlight of the meeting was Jerry
Duis� presentation on scrolling with a
spiral blade. He took us completely
through the selection of a pattern,

mounting it on the wood, on complicated
patterns use permanent spray adhesive
because cutting it out may take several
days, stacking and securing the stack of
wood, drilling the starter holes, sawing,

deburring the wood with a propane torch,
and removing the pattern using mineral

spirits- remember- deburr BEFORE using
mineral spirits.

He then took us through the process of
mounting the finished work, both with

and without using a mat.

Another tip he had: If you have a lot of
cutting to do and your fingers are getting

tired of pushing you can use �high friction
guard tape� to make finger covers or use

rubber finger covers you can find at
Staples, Office Depot, ect. Either one will
give you more grip on the surface of your
work. One of the places you can find the

guard tape is Lee Valley Tools.

I have known Jerry for many years and I
believe he is one of the finest craftsmen I

know. If you have and questions
regarding woodworking he is the one to

ask.

We ran out of time before we could have
show and tell, so be sure to bring your
projects to the April meeting and share

them with the club.
